CROSS-COUNTRY

The cross-country program started out successfully in the sixties.
In the shadows of the wrestling program, the runners quietly sped
their way to two league titles by 1966. In the fall of 1965, the varsity |
team finished second in league, second in regionals, and second in
CCS. Homestead was the dominant team that year, but the team
managed to still place sixth in the nation while Chuck Menz (66) had
the 20th best time in the nation.

In the fall of 1966, the Pioneers were able to surpass their nem-
esis taking first in league and regionals. The team finished second in
CCS and 14th in the nation that year.

CHS finished third the next two years as they continued to be one
of the elite teams in the area. Renner led the “harriers” to eight CCS
appearances placing no worse than 14th in any year.

Tom Dooley, a two-time Olympic racewalker (68, 72), took over
the program in the fall of 1974 and led the program to its third and
final league title. His “Dooley
Loops”" entered into the team's
vernacular for future runners.

Ed Cutshall held the longest
tenure of any coach with 15 | 8§
years.
